At the 
end of each year, these earnings are spread proportionately to 
all active cooperative members according to the amount of 
money each member spent at Oakdale Electric Cooperative 
that year.
	 Capital credits accumulate in an account in each mem-
ber’s name and are paid as a percentage each year. The size 
of the percentage is determined by Oakdale Electric Coop-
erative’s Board of Directors according to the cooperative’s 
financial condition.
	 Checks will be issued to those who no longer receive 
electric service from Oakdale Electric but are still owed 
capital credits. All current members will see a refund in their 
October bill.
